was collected was on both Arkansas River banks from the Sims Park walking bridge to the Broadway ‘John Mack’ bridge.

WATER Center staff gave 14 talks/hands-on presentations to 433 youth and distributed educational materials to
teachers for use in the classroom (See below for numbers of give-aways).
