Operate public streets, roads and highwaydo
minimize discharge of pollutants ;

Conduct guarterly stormwater event monitoring for a
specified list of chemical constituents atfour designated
stormwater outfalls;

Establish aspill prevention, containment, response and
reporting program to address cleanup of spills to the storm
sewer systems;

Prohibit crossconnections between sanitary sewer and
storm sewer system and immediately stop the flow of raw
sewage if found,;

Inspect, monitor and report on stormwater at specific
iIndustrial facilities and high risk run -off activities; and

Prepare anannual report to demonstrate compliance.

. Duty to comply along with heavy stipulated
penaltiesincluding civil, administrative, and/or

criminal including up to $50,000per day per
violation or up to $250,000 for endangerment

and not more than 15 years in jall
