On September 12th, 2008 Wichita was hit with a rain storm that made the record books.  

Twentyð four hour depth data showed that Wichita received between 6.73 and 11.1 inches of 

rain with an average of 8.3 inches.  Reports near Cadillac Lakes, 29th and Maize Rd., showed 

rainfall received exceeding 8.9 inches all the way up to 12 inches in some areas.   City workers 

spent many hours assisting residents in evacuation efforts, including a neighborhood near the 

Calfskin and a Nursing Home at Central and Maize Rd., barricading streets, and clearing water 

and sewer lines.  Most effected were the neighborhoods of The Dell, Hidden Lakes, Westlink 

Village 2nd, Wheatridge and Sherwood Glen Addition 4.  

The City set up a 24 -hour number for residents and business owners to  submit information 

about flood losses throughout the week. Citizens who called the special number were asked to 

report their address and leave information regarding the extent of damage, the cause of dam-

age (surface water, sump pump failures or sewage backup), and flood insurance coverage.  

A total of 4060 staff hours were spent and damage estimates exceeded 2.8 million for public 

property.  Information was gathered and submitted by Sedgwick County Emergency Manage-

ment for all of Sedgwick County asking FEMA to declare Wichita  a Presidential Disaster Dec-

laration Area and for federal dollars to assist residents and businessõ with their property 

losses.
