On Thursday, May 22nd Council Member Jeff Longwell, District V, held his first Town Hall Meeting 

at Northwest High School.  The purpose of the meeting 

was to inform citizens about issues they have noted to 

be important in the City of Wichita.  

A meet - and-greet social proceeded the meeting which 

allowed CM Longwell to mingle and speak with members 

of the meeting audience.  

CM Longwell  began the meeting with a recap of his first 

year serving District V. He described his committee 

assignments and how they relate to District V and the 

City.   

He  then reviewed significant topics such as flood 

control, public safety, road improvements, the City 

Manager search process and timeline, and new initiatives 

facing the Council such as the smoking ordinance, the property tax/ sales tax issue, a new west 

Library and Police patrol sub station, the city budget process and economic development.  CM 

Longwell completed his meeting with the topic of Council relations.    

A brief question and answer session followed.  Such 

questioned raised were: The Bridge over the Big Ditch, the 

possibility of a collaboration with Wichita State West 

campus and the new library, City Manager candidate, Pat 

Salerno, and the new Patrol sub station.  

Invitees for CM Longwells meeting included DAB members, 

District V Home Owner and Neighborhood Association 

Presidents and the general public.  DAB members in 

attendance were Davis Dennis, Joey Ellzey, and Dana 

Brown.  Council member Jim Skelton and his wife, Sarah, 

were also in attendance.

Station 21, as well as Station 20 (East) and 

Station 22 (South), are unique in that they will 

have private sleeping quarters for fire staff 

privacy.  Station 21 will house 1 truck and 5 

staff at all times.

Central and I -235 Improvements ë Traffic was switched to new pavement on the south side of Central on May 31, 

The northbound 235 off -ramp reopened at the same time.   Contract completion date is Nov. 1, 2008, but certainly 

are looking to be ahead of that schedule at this point.  

Straightening out Central at 119th -Design work continues, particularly on coordination with regulatory agencies.  Expect to 

have City Council approve the design concept in the next two months.  Federal construction dollars available late 

2010.
